
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BY AND BETWEEN

AND

THE UNIVERSITY OF NORTH TEXAS HEALTH SCIENCE CENTER AT FORT WORTH 

The University of North Texas Health Science Center at Fort Worth on behalf of the Texas College of Osteopathic Medicine and its North Texas Primary Care Practice-Based Research Network (hereinafter referred to as UNTHSC) and xxxxx (hereinafter referred to as xxxx) in xxxx, Texas enter into this Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) effective this first day of xxxx, xxxx, (“Effective Date”). 

PREAMBLE
WHEREAS, the North Texas Primary Care Practice-Based Research Network (“Network”) seeks to provide a forum for researchers and clinical practitioners in Texas to collaborate in practice-based research activities with the ultimate goal to improve the health of the Texas community and to contribute to the nation’s scientific knowledge base; and 
WHEREAS, xxxx intends to collaborate with organizations that share the same mission as xxxx including [add]; and
WHEREAS, the parties intend to promote interest in the research and service activities of the respective institutions, and 

WHEREAS, the parties wish to enhance the collaboration of UNTHSC and xxx by agreeing upon the terms and conditions of xxxx’s participation in the Network. 

NOW, THEREFORE, UNTHSC and xxxx agree as follows:

I.

xxxx agrees to be a participant of the Network and as such shall work with the Network to identify and recruit clinicians within each xxxx clinic to participate as members in the Network.  xxxx shall comply with all policies and procedures of UNTHSC and Network, currently in effect and as may be amended or added from time to time, that are applicable to the operation and research of the Network.  xxxx shall cooperate with other members of Network and UNTHSC in carrying out the purposes of the Network.  
Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in this MOU, xxxx shall comply with all rules, regulations and requirements of the applicable Institutional Review Board (IRB) for all human subject research that the GROUP participates in on behalf of or in collaboration with Network and UNTHSC.   
xxxx shall also comply with the attached conditions of participation which are incorporated herein by reference. 
II.

Network and UNTHSC agree to provide a mechanism for xxxx involvement in the selection and/or participation of Scientific Review Board and/or Community Advisory Board members. 
III.

The parties understand and agree that any research by xxxx in collaboration with or on behalf of Network and UNTHSC shall only be done pursuant to a separate sub-grant or research agreement. This general MOU shall be identified as the parent document of any sub-grant or research agreement, if any, executed between the parties. Further agreements, if any, concerning any research program shall not become effective until they have been reduced to writing and executed by the duly authorized representatives of the parties.  Such sub-grants or research agreements, if any, shall be established on a case-by-case basis, shall provide details concerning the specific commitments made by each party with respect to the research program, including but not limited to publication rights, intellectual property rights and IRB oversight.  

IV.

This MOU shall become effective as of the aforementioned Effective Date and shall continue in full force and effect for a period of one year from such date, and thereafter renewed from year to year unless sooner terminated. Either party may terminate this Agreement, with or without cause, upon sixty (60) days' prior written notice of intention to terminate to the other party.   If such notice is given, this Agreement shall terminate (a) at the end of such sixty (60) days, or (b) when work is completed under any research or sub-grant agreements between the parties, whichever event last occurs. This MOU can only be amended by a written amendment signed by duly authorized parties hereto.  Individual research or sub-grant agreements may contain separate termination provisions that do not effect and are not effected by the termination of this MOU.

V.

Any notice required or permitted to be delivered hereunder shall be deemed to have been given when personally delivered, or if mailed, seventy-two (72) hours after deposit of the same in the United States Mail, postage prepaid, certified, or registered, return receipt requested, properly addressed to the parties hereto at the respective addresses set forth below, or at such other addresses as they shall specify by written notice delivered in accordance herewith:

VI.

No oral representations of any officer, agent, or employee of UNTHSC or the participant shall affect or modify any obligations of either party under this MOU or any sub-grant or research agreement.

VII.

Neither this MOU nor a sub-grant or research agreement may be assigned by either party without prior written approval of the other party.

VIII.

A delay in or failure of performance of either party that is caused by occurrences beyond the control of either party shall not constitute default hereunder, or give rise to any claim for damages.

IX.

It is understood that any relationship created by this MOU between the parties shall be that of independent contractors. Under no circumstances shall either party be deemed an employee of the other nor shall either party act as an agent of the other party. Any and all joint venture, joint enterprise, or partnership status is hereby expressly denied and the parties expressly state that they have not formed expressly or impliedly a joint venture, joint enterprise, or partnership.

X.

The parties understand and agree that the relationship created between the parties by this MOU is or may be subject to the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 and the Privacy Regulations, 45 C.F.R. Parts 160 and 164 promulgated thereunder (“HIPAA”).  If necessary and/or applicable, the parties agree to strictly comply with the HIPAA and to execute any documents that may be required by the HIPAA.  Failure of either party to comply with the HIPAA if necessary and/or applicable shall be a default and/or material breach of this MOU and may result in the immediate termination of this MOU.  Each party shall be solely liable for any and all claims, actions, suits, demands, losses, damages, liabilities, costs, and/or expenses of every kind and nature resulting from or arising under this MOU due to its noncompliance or other violation of the HIPAA.
XI.

This MOU sets forth the entire understanding of the parties with regard to the subject matter contained herein and it supersedes all prior agreements and understandings between the parties with regard to the subject matter contained herein.

XII.

In the event that any section of this MOU is held invalid or unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction for any reason, all remaining sections shall remain in full force and effect.

XIII.

This MOU shall be governed by the laws of the State of Texas.
XIV.

The waiver by any of the parties of breach or violation of any provisions of this MOU shall not operate as, or be construed to be, a waiver of any subsequent breach thereof.
